 “Fluid Flow Mechanics -Key to Low Standoff Cleaning” 

In most recent years various studies were issued on cleaning under low 
standoff components, most however with in-complete information. It was 
essential to re-address and describe the latest challenges in the market 
and address obvious gaps in available information. Such information is 
crucial for potential and existing users to fully address the cleanliness 
levels under their respective components.  

Over 3 years ago, ZESTRON initially addressed cleaning underneath 4 MIL 
standoff components. With the emergence of lead-free and even smaller 
components new challenges have now arisen to include components with 
less than 1MIL gaps.  

This study set out to specifically investigate the impact of mechanical vs. 
chemical contributions during the removal of contamination under 1-2 MIL 
standoff components, respectively. To validate the results obtained, 
extensive studies were conducted, including actual user case-studies, 
specifically prepared test-assemblies, iterative experimentation, as well as 
new mechanical innovations that might help customers in future. The latter 
include but are not limited to various flow patterns as well as industry 
leading cleaning agents. As a result the authors will also include 
experimental data to address fluid flow mechanics, temperature and 
concentration related effects.  

Initial results obtained indicate that clean-ability of residues under low 
standoff components has become a non-trivial issue. Not only are residues 
becoming harder to remove, but at the same token the penetration of the 
cleaning agent seems to be in direct relationship with the geometry and 
height of the components used. We will also illustrate surprising and 
unexpected results. For example, under specific conditions cleaning 
results under 1-2 MIL standoffs provided better cleanliness than under 4-
5MIL standoffs!

Brian O'Leary is the Americas Sales Manager for KIC. Brian brings with him 
over a decade of industrial sales, marketing and management experience in 
North & South America, Mexico and Asia. Prior to joining KIC, Brian worked 
for Sono-Tek a manufacturer of spray fluxing equipment where he spent 
much of his time in Asia working in the overseas operations of Western 
OEMs and CM's. 

Drawing upon his experience, both here and abroad Brian has recently co-
authored with Michael Limberg, a 2009 Profiling Guide, for the reflow 
process. "There is a strong need in this economy for tools that help 
customers get their process in spec quickly, accurately and can be 
sustained over time. In Asia I provided solutions to bridge the knowledge 
gap between what was developed by talent here at home and what needed 
to work abroad. This same knowledge gap now hits here at home where 
talent is often being lost, while those remaining behind have little to no 
experience in developing and maintaining a modern reflow process." 

Michael Limberg is a Service Technician for KIC, responsible for customers 
in North America. Mike has been involved in manufacturing for almost 20 
years, at Intel Corp and Seika USA before joining KIC. Prior to SMT he has 
a background in automation and medical research all of which has given 
Mike a unique perspective of troubleshooting that is focused and 
methodical.  

 

Drawing upon his direct hands-on experience in the SMT industry, working 
on literally hundreds if not thousands of production lines, Mike also co-
authored the 2009 Profiling Guide, for the reflow process. "I enjoy working 
with customers and learning about their process and how they treat the 
reflow process. Some are quite unique and successful while others are less 
than successful. I hope to help readers identify what works and what can 
be improved." 
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Abstract:  

Understanding the Thermal Reflow Process has been a subjective event 
backed by limited data; however, experience and advances in the ability to 
collect data and deliver the data in a graphical and meaningful manner 
have lead to significant insights into the Reflow process.  

KIC has found over the years working with customers and research 
institutes a set of “best practices” has immerged that lead to more robust 
accurate profiles, but also lay the foundation for predictive modeling that 
can lead to host of cost savings and quality benefits to a SMT process.  

KIC will be sharing these best practices that in today’s environment all 
point to the bottom line in “7 Ways to Profile for Profitability.” After this 30 
min session, KIC will be distributing a newly released book on profiling full 
of tips and examples on how to improve your process (a $26 value).
